Definition of Terms

Agency - Mortgage securities whose principal and interest are
effectively guaranteed by the U.S. Government agency including
Fannie Mae (FNMA) or Freddie-Mac (FHLMC).

Average Daily Volume - Consolidated daily volume of shares traded,
averaged over the last 30 calendar days.

Below Investment Grade - Refers to a security that is rated below
investment grade. These securities are seen as having higher default
risk or other adverse credit events, but typically pay higher yields
than better quality bonds in order to make them attractive. They are
less likely to pay back 100 cents on the dollar.

Credit Distribution - Determined from the highest available credit
rating from any Nationally Recognized Statistical Rating Agency
(“NRSRO”, generally S&P, Moody’s and Fitch). DoubleLine chooses to
display credit ratings using S&P’s rating convention, although the
rating itself might be sourced from another NRSRO. In limited
situations when the rating agency has not issued a formal rating, the
rating agency will classify the security as unrated.

Duration - A commonly used measure of the potential volatility of
the price of a debt securities, prior to maturity. Securities with a
longer duration generally have more volatile prices than securities of
comparable quality with a shorter duration.

Market Price - The price at which shares in the ETF can be bought or
sold on the exchanges during trading hours, while the net asset
value (NAV) represents the value of each share’s portion of the
fund’s underlying assets and cash at the end of the trading day.

Median Bid-Ask Spread — This figure is calculated by identifying
national best bid and national best offer ("NBBQO") for each Fund as
of the end of each 10 second interval during each trading day of the
last 30 calendar days and dividing the difference between each such
bid and offer by the midpoint of the NBBO. The median of those
values is identified and posted on each business day.

Investment Grade - Refers to a bond considered investment grade if
its credit rating is BBB— or higher by Standard & Poor’s or Baa3 or
higher by Moody’s. Ratings are based on a corporate bond model.
The higher the rating the more likely the bond will pay back par/100
cents on the dollar.

Weighted Average Life (WAL) - The average number of years for
which each dollar of unpaid principal on a loan or mortgage remains
outstanding.
