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Investment Objective and Approach

The Fund’s objective is to seek total return which exceeds the total return of the S&P 500 Index. The
Fund seeks to invest in the securities that correspond to the four “cheapest” sectors of the U.S. large-cap
equity market. The Fund is rebalanced on a monthly basis to create an investment return that
approximates that of the CAPE ® Index.

Investment Philosophy

The Fund aims to incorporate the principles of long-term investing distilled by Professor Robert Shiller
through his work on the CAPE® Ratio, via the CAPE® Index. The Index aims to identify undervalued
sectors based on a modified CAPE® Ratio, and then uses a momentum factor to seek to mitigate the

effects of potential value traps.
